PUBLIC HEARING NOTICE


The Supervisor and Town Board of the Town of Fort Edward will hold a Public Hearing at 6:55 P.M. on Monday, March 14, 2011 at the Municipal Building, 118 Broadway, Fort Edward, New York to discuss local community development needs and consider an application for HOME Investment Partnerships Program funding through the Office of Community Renewal of the NYS Homes and Community Renewal.


The Town Board is considering a proposal to expand the current Home Renewal Program to all eligible owner occupied households within the Town and Village of Fort Edward, and to make other program design changes to provide additional rehabilitation assistance under this program for lower income home owners.  Federal funds from the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) and other sources will be considered to support this proposed HOME rehabilitation grant program. Residents and other interested persons are invited to attend the Public Hearing and offer suggestions for this or other community development initiatives. 


Individuals with special needs who wish to attend should contact the Town Clerk at 747-5212 so that any necessary arrangements can be made.

Laura Moore, representative from Avalon Associates, explained that the Village does not have available home rehabilitation funding and the Town’s current program is nearing completion. Housing Rehabilitation supports the Town’s Comprehensive Plan and the Village Master Plan to preserve existing affordable housing and improve neighborhood condition for residents.  Applying to expand the funding through the Office of Community Renewal will allow an additional 20 housing units to be rehabilitated. 
Supervisor Suprenant asked how many houses were completed through the Town’s 2007 grant. Ms. DeVoe told him when finished there will be 19 completed.  He asked how many the Village completed through their grant. She said the Village has had grants for the past 9 years, with about 15 per year being completed.
