The Town Clerk read the following public hearing notice published on March 25, 2011 in the Post Star.

PLEASE TAKE NOTICE, that there has been presented to the Town Board on March 14, 2010 for approval a proposed amendment to the Water Towner Option and Lease Agreement heretofore entered into between the Town of Fort Edward and Cello Partnership d/b/a Bell Atlantic Nynex Mobile (predecessor-in-interest to Lessee pertaining to the lease of certain real property from the Town for the installation of telecommunications equipment on the Water Tower located on Sullivan Parkway in the Town of Fort Edward, Washington County, New York,  and the leasing of Town property, pursuant to the provisions of Town Law §§64 [2] and 198 [12], is subject to a permissive referendum pursuant to Article 7 of the Town Law 


Therefore, the Town Board of the Town of Fort Edward shall hold a Public Hearing at the Town Office Building at 118 Broadway, Town of Fort Edward, on the 11th  day of April,  2011 at 6:55 p.m. to consider said lease and to hear all persons interested in the subject thereof concerning the same, and for such other action on the part of the Town Board with relation to such lease as may be permitted and required by law.

 
In the event that no petition is filed in the office of the Town Clerk to conduct a permissive referendum within 30 days from the adoption of this resolution, and following the conducting of a public hearing or if one is filed and the electorate fail to obtain a majority of votes in support of a rejection of said lease, the supervisor will be authorized to execute the amendment of such lease on behalf of the Town of Fort Edward.

PUBLIC COMMENT:

There was no public comment.

Michael Cusack, Attorney representing Verizon Wireless, presented the Board with the short form EAS.  He explained that the 12 existing antennas will be replaced with 15 and one will be higher than the other because of another carrier that the town allowed placement on the tower. There will be an 18 lens coax cable that will be visible, but there will be no other aesthetic changes.
