COMMITTEE REPORTS:

1)  Darlene DeVoe gave the following grant report for July 2011.

Erie Canal Greenway Grant - National Scenic Byways Grant – 

Construction is complete.  

The 2nd reimbursement request is in to Canal Corporation and once we receive Release of Liens and a few other items from the Contractor we will be able to submit our 3rd and final request.

The 1st reimbursement request is being reviewed by Lakes to Locks before it can be submitted to the State DOT.  They promised to have it back to me by the 16th.  There will be a 2nd and final request once all bills are in and paid.

HHHN – USDA –

I checked in with Gretchen last week for an update on where our reimbursement was and she said that it was on the top of her to do list when she got back this week.

Downtown Fort Edward Renaissance Plan – (Downtown BOA)

Several important Stakeholder meetings were held this month, Canal Corporation, Irving Tissue, and multiple property owners.

Each one revealed different views of the current situation but all seemed to come to the same conclusion.  They believe Fort Edward is taking the right steps and are investing because of our continuous efforts to be a vibrant community.

The internal design workshops were held last week and our Committee is excited to see the results.  A tremendous amount of time has been put into data gathering for the market analysis and the design concepts so it will be great to see all of that written data become a visual tool that can be further shaped at our next Public Workshop. 

Commercial and Industrial Development Strategy – (NE BOA)
The Northeast Study team now has preliminary sketch plans for reuse of the dewatering facility property, potential development in the Commercial corridor, and transportation connections that include pedestrian, passenger cars, and Industrial Park truck traffic.

Also, the market analysis is fine tuning industry types that are likely to thrive in Fort Edward.  We will have several interesting items to discuss at this Public Workshop.

The Draft Sewer Study is due in this week for the Committee and Sewer Agency to review and make comments.  Preliminary findings show that currently efficiency is one culprit and not the lack of capacity.  Recommendations will be included that address short and long term needs at the plant and for future growth of the district.

The NE BOA team met with Irving Tissue and the Downtown BOA team and came away with several ideas that prove why it was so important to complete these two strategy projects at the same time. 

We are attempting to have a conversation with GE regarding what they will be removing from the site and what they are willing to leave… and at what price.

HOME –

To date: I have 19 cases.  16 are completed and 3 are open.  

EPA Hazardous Materials Assessment & EPA Petroleum Assessment Grants -
We received 11 proposals from Engineering firms to be selected for our Engineering Pool.  BRS and I recommend using 5 firms from which to solicit proposals for Phase I & Phase II Environmental Site Assessments.

* I have included the ranking sheets and a resolution for your consideration later in your meeting.

Several sites are being reviewed for eligibility and I am encouraged by the responses to date.  For example, residential properties that are in BOA areas will be considered for site assessment approval.

The FY12 conference was extremely helpful since many components of the current program are changing for future funding requests and include several restrictions.  New Site Assessment submission forms have been issued and require significantly more detail.

Towpath Road grant – 

(Last month:  We have finally received word that the purchase contracts should be arriving soon!)

This month: still no contracts.  I am attempting to contact the person handling this matter as our time is ticking on the paving grant.

EPA TBA Grant - Grand Union – 

The EPA is moving through the CERCLA process and will keep us up to date.

EPA TBA Grant – Ft Miller Pulp and Paper – 
CDM has completed their draft report and has submitted it to the EPA for their review and comment.  

NYS Office of Parks, Recreation and Historic Preservation grants

I have begun to prepare our application for the north end of Rogers Island by doing the physical inventory, photo support documents and am scoping the potential work and the budget.

I am working on this application with Jim Thatcher from Avalon Associates who will be paid under their Downtown BOA contract.  Since securing funding to implement BOA recommendations falls under our DOS Workplan, there is no reason to hire them to do this work under a separate contract.

We are using the Rogers Island Visioning Plan as our guide for Public Input.  Unfortunately, I do not have a complete budget for you to review this evening.  We cannot use the exact cost estimates for several components due to actual physical changes to the beach area caused by the floods this year and the rock wall residue from the dredging of the Yacht Basin.  This is the portion we are working on now.

Since this grant is a 50/50 split, we would be pledging labor, equipment, and materials (when possible) as our match.  There are calculation tables in these grants to compute these numbers so that the project isn’t bigger than what we can handle.

* I have submitted a Resolution to apply for this funding that is required accompanying the application which is due by Sept 1 for your consideration.

Discussion was held regarding the removal of barrels of used motor oil from the old Canal building behind Town Hall.  Jeff Boyer of Boyer Service Center on Burgoyne Avenue said he would take any used oil they had.
