Discussion was held regarding the Assessor salary and whether to give her a stipend for health insurance.  The assessor will only be using one clerk this year and she requested the difference in the salary be given to her.  She also requested for health insurance stipend. Councilman Mercier asked for discussion.  He felt that no raises will be given to any town employee and she should not be an exception. Councilman Orsini asked how many hours she worked per week. Supervisor Suprenant told him 20 hours which is considered part time.  No part time employees receive any health insurance benefit or stipend therefore; her request was denied. 
Discussion was also held regarding the Town Barn Equipment account.(A.5132.2)  The Highway Superintendent asked to add the $1000 back in to replace some of the doors where the salt has been rotting them. The board agreed. 
A letter from the Linda Hermans of the Little Theatre on the Farm, requested funding from the Town.  Supervisor Suprenant said their organization is Not-For-Profit, 501-c3. Councilman Orsini said they had taken over some of the events that were held at the Visitor Center and have been very successful. The board agrees to give them $500.00 and increase Home & Community (A.8989.4) to $6500.
