The following are the answers to questions that were submitted regarding the request for qualifications (RFQ) for the Environmental Services for the Town of Fort Edward.  

All other terms and conditions of the request for pricing remain as-is.
1. Question: I did not see it anywhere, but is there a list of potential site addresses available?  I would like to see if there are any potential conflicts of interest with any of our current clients in the Town/County as we have done quite a bit of work in that region.  
Response: The target site projects will be determined on an as-needed basis and as funding is available. It will be expected that all consultants in the pool will vet conflict of interest issues prior to and during any work performed.
2. Question: I would like a little clarification on the "Attachment 1 Price Schedule."  The line items for the various tasks, Phase I, Phase II, etc. indicate that you would like a lump sum amount for "Reporting."  Are you envisioning that this lump sum amount is for the report only (and not travel, field time, subs, etc.) or should this lump sum amount reflect the entire effort to generate each of the reports (i.e., estimated travel, estimated field time, estimated report time)?  I assume the first portion of my statement with report time only, because we don't know the extent of work until awarded, etc.; however, I also see the example on the top of Page 9 of the RFP that appears to look like our lump sum costs would be an estimate for the entirety of work involved.  Clarification would be a help as I am interpreting it two different ways. 
Response: Per the RFQ Section 12.0, Subsection 4: Price Schedule, Respondents need to provide pricing for conducting Phase I and II investigations and preparing a Remedial Action Work Plan (RAW) given the scenario contained within this section of the RFQ.  Pricing should include any and all activities and expenditures the Respondents feel are required to develop the applicable example work product.    The Price Form (Attachment 1) of the RFQ has been revised to further clarify the submission requirement.  ALL RESPONDENTS MUST COMPLETE AND SUBMIT THE REVISED PRICE FORM (ATTACHMENT 1) THAT IS CONTAINED WITHIN THIS ADDENDUM. THE ATTACHED ADDENDUM ACKNOWLEDGEMENT FORM (ATTACHMENT 2) MUST ALSO BE SUBMITTED.
3. Question: Your advertisement indicates that the Town will select several firms to be short listed.  Does the Town have an estimate on the number of firms that could potentially be short listed, or does that depend on how many firms submit qualifications?
Response: The Town expects to shortlist approximately five firms.
4. Question: Finally, have any addendums been issued yet?  I don't see any on the website, but wanted to check.  
Response: This is expected to be the only addendum to the RFQ.
